Background
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Statutory Registration for the whole dental team is vital in order to improve the protection of patients.  Registration requires Dental Professionals to make a commitment in ensuring work is carried out both ethically and professionally to the standards set out by the General Dental Council (GDC).  These standards apply to all members of the dental team and those registered with the GDC must agree to apply the standards. In addition non-registrants must be aware of the standards and apply them to their everyday working practices.  Continuing Professional Development helps you to keep your knowledge and skills up to date and assists in demonstrating you are maintaining professional standards.
Programme Structure


The individual modules will give a broad introduction to the main areas of the specific topic/s chosen by the client in order to meet identified needs. A range of training techniques are used which give appreciation for the scope of learning styles. The course is delivered in-house at the client’s venue/practice. The course can be delivered over half a day or a full day. Three topics are delivered over half a day and five topics over a full day.
